City, State, Date –  School Name will join EntrepreneurshipWeek USA by teaching the BizWorld program in Teacher’s Name, grade class adding its support to a national effort to inspire and encourage young people to consider entrepreneurship as a career choice and to celebrate America’s unique culture of inventiveness. 
With the theme,”What’s Your Big Idea? Take it On!” EntrepreneurshipWeek USA activities will be conducted Feb. 24 – March 3, 2007.   The BizWorld program offers teachers a curriculum designed to capitalize on the students’ interests and prior knowledge, allowing them to learn key financial concepts by participating in the business process.  By exposing students to entrepreneurship, they begin to understand the relevance of traditional school subjects as they see how they apply to the real world.  

Workshops entitled, Introduction to Project-Based Learning with BizWorld, are being held in San Francisco, Los Angeles, New York City, Charlotte and Salt Lake City to prepare teachers to facilitate a project based business simulation within their current classroom settings.  

The BizWorld program is designed for 3rd through 8th grade teachers to provide differentiated instruction to all levels of learners using entrepreneurship and business as vehicles to reinforce math, social studies, economics, English language arts and English language development.  The BizWorld program is tied to national and state standards giving students real world experiences and opening their minds to new possibilities for their future.

Jennifer Lenci, a fourth grade teacher at Heather Elementary School commented on the BizWorld program, “This theme really taught the students real life experiences. The enthusiasm was overwhelming. In fact, many parents informed me that their children talked about BizWorld during dinner and were anxious to get to school the following day to participate more”.

According to the Ewing Marion Kauffman Foundation research, 41 percent of children ages 9 -12 say they would like to start their own business.  “Young people have a natural desire for the independence and control that come with owning a business and being their own boss,” said Carl J. Schramm, president and chief executive officer of the Foundation.  The House of Representatives noted the importance of entrepreneurship education by enacting a Resolution (HR 699) in early June in support of a national entrepreneurship week.
